Creating diverse activities to improve fine motor
skills.

Encouraging independence in children.

Giving recognition / encouragement to children in
order to motivate them.

Ensuring warm, positive and nurturing
environment.

Be sensitive to each  child’s skill sets and ability to
learn.

FIRST TERM

English

Syllabus for English

Alphabet: Learn to recognize the capital and small
letters of the alphabet and the phonic sound of each
letter. Also introduce more familiar words for each
letter, other than the ones given in the book.

Listening: Songs, rhymes and stories to enhance
listening, speaking and reciting skills.

Reading: Phonic sound of each letter to aid in
reading three letter words by the end of third term.

Writing: Letter patterns for pre writing. Trace and
write all letters both capital and small. Teacher to give
tips or hints to children to write letter patterns. Left
handed children to continue writing with their natural
hand.
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Speaking: Fluency being more important than
accuracy, encourage children to speak freely without
correcting them too much.

Use teaching aids both audio and visual to aid
learning.

Rhyme (page 5)

Good morning children.You and I are going to be
friends. So let me tell you my name.

My name is......

Can you tell me your name?

Now let's sing a song.

Activity: Let children
draw stick figure.

Recite the rhyme and let children repeat many times.

Play Area (pages 6 & 7)

As our ice breaker session, children can be taken to
the play area and all the actions shown in the page can
be practiced. Also ask children to look at the pictures
on pages 6 and 7 and practice the actions.

Action Songs (page 8)

These action songs help children lose their inhibitions
and help them to mingle freely with their friends.
Teacher can sing and ask the children to repeat.
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Strokes (pages 9-12)

Introduce the different types of lines and curves to
children one by one. Draw each one on the
blackboard. When a new line or curve is introduced,
do recall the earlier ones.

Show objects around them having these lines or curves
- door, ball, hook etc. Before tracing with crayon or
pencil, children can first finger trace on the dotted lines.

Letter A a (page 13)

A says ' a a '

Show the children a flash card with
A a written on one side and picture
of an Apple on the other side.
Finger trace the letter A a on sand
paper cutout. Children to colour the
picture of an apple.

A a says ' aa ' as in apple. Teach the phonic sound of
each letter and ask them to repeat over and over again.

Aa says ‘aa’. Introduce more A a words avocado,
ambulance, aunt etc.

Story (page 15)

The Ant and the Dove.

Make the children enact the story with cutouts of ant,



leaf, dove and hunter. Tell them about helping and the
importance of helping others.

Letter B b (page 17)

Show children a flash card of B b
written on one side and picture of Ball
on the other side. Finger trace the letter
'B' on sand paper cut out. Colour
picture of a Ball.

Bb says 'buh' as in Ball. Repeat phonic sound ‘Buh’.
Introduce more new B b words - bun, banana, boat etc.

Letter C c (page 19)

Show children a flash card of C c
written on one side and picture of
carrot on the other side.

Finger trace the letter C on the sand
Paper Cutout. Children to draw and
colour picture of Carrot. C says 'cuh'
as in carrot. Repeat phonic sound
‘cuh’. Ask children to think of more C c words.

Letter D d (page 21)

Show children a flash card of D d written on one side
and picture of Drum on the other side.

Finger trace the letter  on Sand paper Cutout. Children

to draw a drum and colour it. D d
says 'duh' as in drum. After
introducing each letter, recall the
earlier sounds learnt- aa, buh, cuh.

Letter E e (page 23)

Show children a flash card of E e written on one side
and picture of Engine on the other side. Finger trace
the letter E on Sand paper cutout.

Children to do Match
box print of Engine
and train.

Children to put black
colour finger prints for
the wheels. Make it
colourful.

Ee says 'eh' as in Engine.

Rhyme- Early to bed (page 25)

Make the children lie down on the floor and switch off
the light. When the light is switched on, children get up
and sing the Rhyme.

Rhyme - Raindrops (page 26)

Children can come with raincoat and umbrellas to
enjoy rain dance session.
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Letter F f (page 27)

Show children a flash card of
F f written on one side and picture
of flower on the other side.

Finger trace the letter F on Sand
Paper cutout. Children to draw a flower and colour it.

Ff says 'fuh' as in flower. Think or make new words
starting with F f.

Letter G g (page 29)

Show children a flash card of G g written on one
side and picture of grapes on the other side.

Finger trace the letter G on sand
paper cutout. Children to draw
grapes and do finger print -
purple colour on the grapes.

Gg says 'guh' as in grapes.

Story  (page 31)

Make the children enact the story
with cutout of fox and a grapevine with a bunch of
grapes.

Letter H h (page 33)

Show children a flash card of H h written on one

side and picture of House on
the other side.

Finger trace the letter H on
sand paper cut out. Children
to do paper folding of house.
(origami)

Draw windows & door. Hh
says 'huh' as in house.

Let the children draw a square,
count the sides and colour.

Show animals that have 4 legs and

Syllabus for EVS/GK

Information and concepts to develop knowledge and
understanding of their environment.
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Each topic is introduced and discussed in class ensuring
the participation of all children. Various activities to
reinforce concepts learnt.

Rhyme (page 68)

Let children do different actions with hands-clap, wave,
swim, thumbs up, etc. Then introduce the rhyme.

My Body  (page 69)

Bring a doll and show it to the children. Shake, move,
walk, run, etc. with the doll. Let them also repeat what
actions the teacher does. Then introduce the name of
the body parts.

Activity: A big cutout of a body, cutouts of each
bodypart. Let the children place it as you name it.

I can move (page 71)

Let the children do these actions or movements
outdoor. The teacher can show and children repeat,
then teacher instructs and child does it. It can happen
on different days, as to recall.

My Birthday Party (page 73)

Talk about their birthdays. Ask them their age.
Decorate the class and have a mock party.

Can ask the children to bring small decorations like
balloon, gift wrapped boxes, chocolates, dummy cake
and have fun with music and party games.

Flowers (page 74)

Talk about different flowers. Show real flowers or
pictures and familiarise them with the common flowers.
Organise an outdoor play in the garden with ball and
children can have fun in the garden.

Fruits

Children to bring one fruit each, teacher names it and
talks about the fruit as to where it grows, etc.

Activity: Make children cut and peel the fruit using child
friendly knife and make fruit salad and all of them
eat it too.

Vegetables  (page 78)

Activity-1: Children can bring one vegetable each and
teacher helps to peel and cut and make salad in the
class and also shows how it can be used to make
sandwich.

Teacher can get the children to talk about their
favourite vegetable etc.

Activity-2: Grate and squeeze Beetroot and make the
children paint a picture of Beetroot with its juice.

Activity  (page 79)

Children to do this activity with toys of vegetables and
fruits and put them into separate baskets.
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Can have a mock market at school where children can
buy and sell fruits and vegetables using fake money
cutouts.

R r says ‘ruh’.

Make a model of a rocket with
matchbox. Dip the flat side of
empty match box in 2 different
colours and print on paper.
Then draw a triangle top and a
few slanting lines in red colour at
the bottom.

The cat and the monkey (page 11 & 12)

Enact the story with the children showing flashcards of
cats, monkey and cake piece.

Letter S s  (page 13 & 14)

Sing Ss says 'suh'. Show flashcards and sandpaper
cutout of S s. Let them
trace on the alphabet.

Activity: Let them draw
and colour sun yellow.
Stick match sticks.

Letter T t  (page 15 & 16)

Sing T t says 'tuh' as in tiger.

Show flashcards of Tt and
objects with Tt.

Activity: Draw a trunk of a tree.
Crumble newspaper bits, dip in green colour and dab on the
tree.

Show flashcards of U u
and objects related to U u.
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Let them trace U u in sandpaper cutouts.

Activity: Draw a picture of umbrella and let them
colour with different colours.

Show flashcards and objects
related to V v.

Let them trace V v on
sandpaper cutout.

Activity: Draw vegetables and
let them colour.

Rhyme (page 21)

Let children stick or place alphabets on chart in
sequence and sing the rhyme.

W w says 'wuh' as in water.

Show flashcards and objects
related to W w. Let them trace
W w on sandpaper cutout.

Activity: Draw the strap of the watch. Stick black baby
bangle and mark the numbers and time. Children stick
the bangle and colour the strap.
